GENERAL INFORMATION  
 
1. ENTRIES 

 
1.1 All entries will be made in writing and signed by the horse’s owner or agent.  Entries will be 

made for each horse and competitor combination. Entries made on line need to be signed 
upon entering the Showgrounds. A $5.00 administration fee will apply to each horse and 
competitor combination entered. 

 
1.2 The competitor, and parent/guardian if applicable, must sign an Acknowledgement of Risk and 

Release of Liability form.  The form should accompany the Entry. On line enties can be signed 
on site. 

 
1.3 A current negative Coggins Certificate is mandatory for all horses present on the YH&RA 

grounds.  It is recommended that you attach a copy of the test results to your entry form. 
Please deliver a copy of your negative Coggins test  to the show office upon arrival at 
the showgrounds when registering.  

 
1.4 Payment  is due when you hand in your entry form, or enter on-line.  Please pay in 

CANADIAN FUNDS ONLY. 
 
1.5 Entry fees : Regular classes $10.00 

Dressage classes $12.00 
 

1.6 Entries will close Friday, July 17, 2009 . 
 
1.7 Competitor Numbers:  Each horse and competitor combination will be numbered in the order 

that the entry was received.  This number will be kept for the duration of the show. 
   Please return all numbers to the Show Office at th e end of the Show.  
 
1.8 Post Entries, Scratches and Substitutions or Cl ass Changes 
 
 1.8.1 A horse/competitor combination that has alre ady been entered and has a valid 

competitor number may change classes, or add anothe r class (post enter) up to 
4 classes prior to the new class entering the ring.   Fees will be double the entry 
fee, plus a $5.00 administration fee.  There will b e no refund for the class that 
has been dropped.  All changes must be made through  the Show Office . 
Changes may be requested at the end of each day’s e vents for the following day 
with only a $5.00 administration fee .  

 
 1.8.2 Horse/competitor combinations that are not en tered in the Show, and have not 

been issued a competitor number, may enter classes only during breaks in the 
classes i.e. before classes start in the morning, d uring the lunch break, or after 
classes end in the afternoon at the discretion of t he Show Manger.  Fees will be 
double the entry fee, plus a $5.00 administration f ee for each horse and 
competitor combination . 
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 1.8.3 Entries for dressage classes must be made bef ore entries close July 14, 2008.  
No post entries will be accepted . 

 
 1.8.4 The show management must be notified of any s cratches . A class for which a 

competitor is registered and for which the competitor subsequently will not enter is 
considered to be scratched. No refunds will be provided. 

 
 

2. STALLS AND PENS 
 
 2.1 Stalls and Pens:  Show management will make every attempt to provide competitors with 

stalls and pens.  Portable pens will be brought in for the show, but it is very important that 
competitors advise the Show Management early if they  require housing for either a large 
number of horses, or are coming from out of town. 

 
2.2 Stall and Pen Deposit :  A $25 deposit is required.  Please include this deposit on a separate  

cheque.  If you wish to have your cheque returned, please contact the Show Management 
before leaving the show, otherwise the cheque will be destroyed. 

 
2.3 Stall/pen fees : Covered stalls $10.00 per day 

 Pens $8.00 per day 
 
 

3. CHECK IN 
 

3.1 Check In:  Competitors must check in at the show office to pick up their show packet.  It will 
contain the competitor’s numbers and stall/pen assignments. 

 
 
3.2 Cancellation of Class:  If there are less than three entries in any class, at the discretion of 

the show management, that class may be cancelled or combined with another class.  
 

4. COMPETITORS 
 
 4.1 Each riding discipline will offer classes divided by age and skill Categories.  Please see the 

individual discipline descriptions. 
 

 4.2 HELMET RULE:   All junior persons must wear protective headgear at any time when 
mounted on a horse, anywhere on the competition gro unds.  

 
All persons riding over fences anywhere on the competition grounds must wear 
protective headgear. 

 
The protective headgear must meet the ASTM (America n Society for Testing Materials) 
standard and display the SEI (Safety Equipment Inst itute) seal. 

 
 4.3 FOOTWEAR:  All persons riding anywhere on the competition grounds must wear 

appropriate footwear. 
 
5. EQUINE HEALTH RULES 
 

5.1 A current negative Coggins Certificate is mandatory  for all horses present on the YHRA 
grounds.  It is recommended that you attach a copy of the test results to your entry 
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form.  Horses without proof of a current negative C oggins test will not be permitted on 
the grounds.  

 
5.2 YHRA recommends that all horses have current Rhino pneumonitis and Influenza shots. 

 
 
6. GENERAL SHOW RULES 
 

 Unless otherwise stated the rules of Equine Canada shall apply.  EC Rule books are 
available for viewing in the Show Office. 

 
   
 6.1 Ring Calls  are a courtesy.  All competitors are expected to be on time for their classes, 

wearing appropriate attire with the correct competitor number clearly visible. 
   CLASSES WILL TAKE PLACE IN NUMERICAL ORDER 
 
 6.2 The judge will have the right to request removal of equipment that is inhumane, severe, or 

interferes with the performance of the horse.  Unsound or disruptive horses may be removed 
from a class at the judge’s discretion. 

 
 6.3 Any act of discourtesy or failure to accept direction from show officials by the owner, parent, 

trainer, groom/handler, or competitor will disqualify the horse and competitor from any further 
competition for the remainder of the show. 

 
 6.5 The judge’s decision is final.  Competitors may only approach the judge at the completion of 

the show. 
 

6.6 Loose horses are not allowed on the grounds or in the rings from 7:00 a.m. until the end of 
classes each day.  Outside of the riding arenas, horses must be ridden  or led at a walk 
only.   Horses are not allowed on the west side of the grounds.  

 
 6.7  Please leave your dogs at home. 
 

6.8 Competitors under the age of 13 must have adult supervision at all times. 
 

6.9 For the safety and convenience of our spectators, please park trailers and horses on the east, 
north or south side of the arenas only.  Horses are not allowed on the west side of the 
grounds. 

 
6.10 Please dump soiled shavings in the designated space.  PLEASE DO NOT DUMP SHAVINGS 

IN THE BUSHES. 
 
 
 
 
7. ATTIRE AND APPOINTMENTS  
 

7.1 Western Attire : consists of a shirt with long sleeves and a collar and cowboy boots. While all 
entrants are encouraged to wear protective headgear, Senior entrants may wear a western 
hat.  Juniors must abide by the Helmet Rule.

7.2 Hunter Attire:  includes protective headgear, conservative coats, shirt, tie, stock or choker, 
breeches or jodhpurs and boots.  Black or brown half-chaps are permissible in hunter and 
hack classes, providing they match the boot colour. 

 
7.3 Dressage Attire:  includes traditions headgear, conservative coats, shirt, tie, stock or choker, 

breeches or jodhpurs and boots. Half-chaps are not permissible for dressage classes.  Junior 
competitors must abide by the helmet rule. 

 
7.4 Hack attire:  includes protective headgear, black jacket or dark coat, white or light tan 

breeches, jodhpurs, white hunting stock or chokers, black boots.  Saddle suits and/or 
Kentucky jodhpurs are prohibited. 

 
 

 
8. AGE RULES 
 
  8.1  Junior 13 and Under:   Individuals are Juniors, 13 and Under until the end of the calendar 

year in which they reach the age of 13. 
 

8.2 Juniors 14 to 18:  Individuals are classified as Junior 14 to 18 from the beginning of the 
calendar year in which they turn 14 until the end of the calendar year in which they turn 18. 

8.3       Senior:   Competitors are Seniors from the beginning of the calendar year in which  they turn 
19. 
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The following is a description and related regulations for classes offered at the 2009 YH&RA Annual Summer 
Horse Show.   
 

CLASSES WILL TAKE PLACE IN NUMERICAL ORDER 
 

 
 
 
Depending on whether it is the horse that is being judged, or the handler, in hand classes are divided either 
by the age of the horse, or by the age of the competitor showing the horse. 
 
 
 
Halter Classes  
 
Horses are to be shown in hand with a serviceable halter or bridle at walk and trot.  Silver equipment will not 
count over a practical halter or bridle.  Horses should stand square on all four feet, handled and shown 
throughout an entire class by only one and the same person.  Emphasis shall be placed upon type, 
conformation, substance and quality.  Transmissible weaknesses to be counted strongly against breeding 
stock and horses must be serviceably sound.  The handler should wear appropriate western attire if the 
horse is of western type, or hunter attire if the horse is of hunter type. 
 
Entries for Classes 3 and 6 must include a copy of Registration papers.  No cross-entries between classes.

Showmanship at Halter  
 
The showmanship class shall be judged strictly on the competitor’s ability to fit and show a horse at halter.  
The horse is a prop to demonstrate the ability and preparation of the competitor.  The ideal showmanship 
performance consists of a poised, confident, neatly attired competitor leading a well groomed and 
conditioned horse that quickly and efficiently performs the requested pattern with promptness, smoothness

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and precision.  The Showmanship class is not another halter class and should not be judged as such. 
Appropriate western attire will be worn. 
 
 9. Showmanship - Juniors 13 and under 
10. Showmanship - Juniors 14 to 18 
11. Showmanship - Senior 
 
Lunge Line Pleasure Horse  
 
Horses are to be shown in a halter, regular or show type.  The only attachment to the halter is the lunge line 
which may not exceed 30 feet in length, with a chain or snap attached to the halter.  Conventional western 
attire is suggested, however, if the prospect is considered to be a hunt seat prospect, then the horse may be 
braided and shown at the walk, trot and canter.  The competitor may wear hunt seat attire. 
 
All competitors shall enter the ring and line up at the direction of the ring steward.  Each competitor will have 
90 seconds, the start and finish  of which will be signalled by a whistle.  It is mandatory that the horse walk, 
jog/trot and lope/canter in each direction.  The competitor may begin work in the direction of their choice.  At 
the completion of the competitor’s lunging time, they shall retire back to their place in line.  All horses are to 
remain in the arena after they have been lunged and should stand quietly while other competitors are being 
judged.  After the lunging competition is completed, the horses will line up to prepare for conformation 
judging. 
 
Horses will be judged with an emphasis on good movement, manners, and attitude as reflected in their ears, 
mouth, tail and way of going.  Horses should be judged 70% on their movement and 30% on their 
conformation. 
 
12. Lunge Line - open to horses born after January 1, 2007 
 
In-Hand Trail Class  
 
These fun classes will test your horse’s ground manners, and your ability to move and position your horse 
from the ground.  These classes are open to any horse born before January 1, 2009 (no weanlings). 

Competitors are encouraged to spend time with their horses working on such important things as leading and 
trotting in hand, standing still, picking up all four hooves, putting on a sheet or blanket, backing up, turning on 
the haunches and forehand, and side-passing.  

Horses may also be required to walk across a bridge, walk calmly through a gate, back through poles, walk 
or trot through a series of ground poles and lead from both sides. 

13. In-Hand Trail – Open to horses born before January 1, 2006 
14. In-Hand Trail – open to horses born after January 1, 2006 and before January 1, 2009

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DRESSAGE CLASSES:   Horses will be ridden with a simple 
smooth snaffle bit.  If a double bridle is used, both bridoon and curb 
must be made of the same metal.  Twisted wire and roller bits are 
prohibited. 
 
An English type saddle must be used.   Hunter seat attire is appropriate: 
tweed or dark coloured coat, protective headgear, light-colour or beige 
breeches, black or brown boots, tie, hunting stock or choker and gloves.  
Juniors are permitted to wear jodhpurs and boots.  Half boots or half 
chaps over short boots are not permitted.  In keeping with the tradition 
and dignity of the sport, manes should be braided unless roached.  
Dress and equipment shall be neat and clean. 
 
All tests may be called during the competition.  It is the responsibility of 
the competitor to arrange for a person to call the test. 
 
All tests will be ridden in a 20 X 60 metre arena 
 
A horse and rider combination may ride 2 tests in 2 consecutive levels, 
however, the horse may only be used in a maximum of 2 tests (i.e. may 
not be used by second rider if already used for 2 tests).

Jumping Classes

Hack Classes  
 
Hack classes show the versatility of a horse or pony on the flat.  The well-rounded hack horse or 
pony shows the versatility to perform well and adjust his way of going in each of the classes.  
Horses or ponies may be any breed or combinations of breeds, and must have natural action 
(i.e. not high and/or weighted).  English saddle of any type is required.  Bridles may be either 
double, pelham, snaffle or kimberwick.  Martingales, breastplates, boots of any kind and/or 
bandages are not allowed.  Dropped and flash nosebands are prohibited. 
 
English attire to be worn. Saddle suits and/or Kentucky jodhpurs are prohibited.  Spurs are 
optional.  Whips are NOT permitted in any hack class . 
 
Road Hack 
The horse and pony must present an appearance of overall substance with refinement.  
Soundness is required and blemishes may be penalized.  Braiding of mane and tail is optional. 
 
Horses to enter the ring at a walk.  To be shown at a flat-footed walk with a reasonably loose 
rein, trot, strong trot and easy canter.  Horses may be asked to gallop in the Senior and Junior 
classes only, but never more than eight at one time.  Horses will not be asked to gallop in the 
Long Stirrup, Short Stirrup or Rookie Horse classes.   To be judged 55% on performance, 20% 
substance, 15% conformation and 10% manners.  No cross entries between Road Hack 
Classes.  No Rookie Rider class is offered, because it is the horse being judged.

Western Terminology: 
 
The walk  is a natural, flat footed, four beat gait.  The horse must move straight and true at the 
walk.  The walk must be alert, with a stride of reasonable length in keeping with the size of the 
horse.  The jog  is a smooth, ground covering two beat diagonal gait.  The horse works from one 
pair of diagonals to the other pair.  The jog should be square, balanced and with straight, 
forward movement of the feet.  When asked to extend the jog , the horse moves out with the 
same smooth way of going.  The lope  is an easy, rhythmical three beat gait.  Horses moving to 
the right should lope on the right lead (and to the left, on the left lead).  Horses travelling at a 
four beat gait are not considered to be performing a proper lope.  The horse should lope  with a 
natural stride and appear relaxed and smooth.  The horse should be ridden at a speed which is 
in keeping with his natural way of going.

Failure to complete the course shall cause 
elimination.  Failure to complete an obstacle shall not cause elimination, but shall be severely 
penalized.

Ideally, he 
should have a balanced, flowing motion, while exhibiting correct gaits that are of the proper 
cadence.  The quality of the movement and the consistency of the gaits is a major 
consideration. 
 
The class will be judged on the performance, condition and conformation of the horse; however, 
a minimum of 20% of the judging shall be placed on condition and conformation.  Horses must 
work both ways of the ring at all three gaits to demonstrate their ability with different leads.  At 
the option of the judge, horses may be asked to extend the walk, jog or lope, one or both ways 
of the ring.  Riders should sit at the extended jog.  Horses are required to back easily and stand 
quietly.

Every Person Must Read and Understand this Waiver B efore Participating in Equine Activities  
The following waiver of all claims, release from all liability, assumption of all risks, agreement not to sue and other terms of this 
agreement are entered into by me (the Participant) with and for the benefit of the YUKON HORSE AND RIDER ASSOCIATION, its 
directors, officers, employees, volunteers, business operators, agents and site property owners or lessees (collectively the “Host”).  
Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, “Equine Activities” includes but is not limited to trail rides, horse shows and riding 
instructions provided by the “Host” to the Participant. 
 
Initial Each Item below after Reading and Understan ding each item:  
 
_____1. I am aware that there are inherent dangers, hazards and risks (collectively “Risks”) associated with “Equine Activities” and 

injuries resulting from these “Risks” are a common occurrence.  I am aware that the “Risks” of “Equine Activities” mean those 
dangerous conditions which are an integral part of  “Equine Activities”, including but not limited to:
